The number of tuberculosis patients in the country has risen to 18.62 lakh in
2018 till November from 18.27 lakh a year ago, the Rajya Sabha was told. The
increase of 15,000 patients is due to initiatives like expansion of rapid
diagnostics and engaging with the patients seeking care in the private sector
and community engagement, Minister of State for Health Ashwini Kumar
Choubey said in a written reply in the House Tuesday

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Tuberculosis (TB) is an infectious disease caused by bacteria (Mycobacterium
tuberculosis), an air borne disease that most often affects the lungs of infected
persons; and spread to healthy person when infected patients cough, sneeze
or spit. Although TB is curable and preventable, it remains one of the top 10
causes of death worldwide. Globally, 10 million people are estimated to have
developed TB disease in 2017. The severity of national epidemics varies widely
among countries.

By January, seven mobile units fitted with X-ray scanners and semi-auto
analyzers will traverse the city offering free and rapid screening for
tuberculosis. As part of the corporation’s plan to achieve a TB-free Chennai,
the mobile vans will be stationed near slums, shelters, and orphanages to serve
the poor. Senior health officials said the Greater Chennai area had 20,000
cases of TB, of which around 12,000 cases were treated in government
hospitals. The incidence of TB in Chennai is 217 per one lakh population.

Global funding for tuberculosis research hits all-time high [NATURE]

Global spending on tuberculosis research hit a high in 2017, according to a
report released on 3 Decemberl. Investment reached US$772 million, up from
$726 million in 2016, says the report, from the activist organization Treatment
Action Group (TAG) in New York City. The report, which tracked funding since
2005, shows that investment has gone up and down over the years, with a
general upward trend.The 2017 total is the most spent on research into
tuberculosis (TB) in a year, according to the data, but it still falls short of the $2
billion a year that the TB research community says is needed to end the
disease by 2030 (see ‘Tuberculosis funding shortfall’).
